amendment.

* The proposed amendment would supplement
Section 5.03.060 of the City Code, which outlines

prohibited activities in all City parks and trails.
» Reasons for the proposal

« Parking of large trailersand RVs in the Burgi Hill Park parking
lot

» Taking up multiple parking spaces

« Parking for extended periods of time



5.03.060 MISCELLANEOUS ACTIVITIES

A. No person shall, withinany park or upon any trail, do any of

the following:
. Play any music ina manner that violates the Midway City Code.

. Keep or offer for sale, or post or display any sign or placard, flag, target,
fransparency, advertisement or device of business, unless by the
permission of the City, and subject to such rules and regulations as the
City shall prescribe.

. Publicly solicit or beg.

4. Utterloud, threatening or abusive orindecentlanguage or any language

tendingto cause a breach of the peace.
. Engage in any indecent, obscene or disorderly conduct.

6. Make any oration or harangue on such trail, park or parkway without the

written permission of the City.

/. Metaldetecting except as permitted under the direction of the City.

. Campin any park, unless upon issuance of a permit by the City.



PROPOSED ADDITIONS

1. Park overnight.
2. Park any trailers, boats, or vehicles over25 feet.

3. Park any motorvehicles and/or trailersin any manner which
blocks, inhibits, or otherwise interferes with use of the City’s
parks, trails and facilities by other lawful users unless otherwise
permitted by the City.



POSSIBLE FINDINGS

The proposed amendment will prohibit overnight parkingin
City Parks and Trails.

The proposed change will prohibit parking of trailers and/or
boats and/or vehiclesover?25 feet in length.

The proposed amendment will prohibit parking of mofor
vehiclesand/or trailersin any manner which blocks, inhibits, or
otherwise interfereswith use of the City’s Parks and Trails by
otherlawful users unless otherwise permitted by the City.

Parking facilities at City Parks and Trails are not unlimifed.The
proposed change willensure accessibllity, including access to
parking resources, 1o the public for authorized uses of the
City's Parks and Trails.

The proposed amendment will apply to all City of Midway
Parks and Trails.
