Overview 
Midway City is seeking proposals from qualified artists or artist teams to design and 
complete murals that reflect the beauty, history, and culture of Midway, Utah. These vibrant 
public art projects aim to enrich the community, enhance public spaces, and celebrate the 
unique character of Midway. 

Artists may submit proposals for one, two, or all three mural sites. All designs should be 
family-friendly and reflective of Midway. 

 

Project Locations 

1. Hamlet Park Restroom Murals 

o Two individual restrooms (interior murals). 

o Creative designs that are family-friendly and reflective of Midway’s natural 
charm and heritage. 

2. Skating Rink Mechanical Building 

o Murals on both the east and west exterior walls (outdoor mural) 

o Themes may include recreation, winter sports, community, or nature. 

3. Midway Fire Station 

o South-facing upper wall of the station (outdoor mural). 

o This is a large space and the lower half is often blocked by parked vehicles. 
Open to create ideas.  

 

Timeline 
Project work is anticipated to begin in late summer through fall of 2025. 



 

Proposal Requirements 
Artists must submit the following for each mural project for which they apply: 

• Design Concepts: Description of the proposed mural, including themes, ideas, 
and artistic vision. 

• Sketches or Renderings: Visual representation of the mural(s). 

• Plan of Completion: Estimated timeline and steps to complete the work. 

• Cost Proposal: Itemized costs including time, materials, and any additional 
expenses necessary to complete the project, including insurance. 

• Artist Information: Brief bio, relevant experience, and sample portfolio (or website 
link).

Please include “Midway Mural Proposal” in the subject line. Artists may submit a single 
email containing proposals for multiple locations, but the proposal requirements for each 
mural location should be specified independently. 

 

Selection Criteria 
Proposals will be evaluated based on the following: 

• Artistic quality and relevance to Midway’s identity 

• Feasibility and clarity of completion plan 

• Budget and cost-effectiveness 

• Artist qualifications and experience

the visual story of Midway City through this exciting public art project.
