Update from UDOT

Crews are currently preparing the intersection for traffic signal
installation and road shoulder widening. Over the next month, work will
continue to focus on demolition activities in advance of the upcoming
reconstruction.

Beginning in May, crews will transition to the project’s reconstruction
phase, when the most visible roadway improvements will begin.
Motorists should continue to expect one-way traffic operations and
intermittent closures at the 400 E and 500 E and Midway Main Street
intersections. The intersection at River Road and Main Street will remain
closed to the public during this phase of work.
